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ACCESS TO WATER IS A HUMAN RIGHT

(Chisinau)-- Amnesty International Moldova launches a Campaign for adequate access to water and
sanitation as the World Water Day is observed today.

Although most UN state parties have signed at least one declaration with regard to safe water, the
situation of many people around the globe, especially from the underprivileged communities, remains
deplorable. Water and sanitation are crucial for adequate living; however, in many places people do not
have access to potable water, whereas decent sanitation is often absent altogether. That is still true for
African countries, such as Kenya, as well as for some parts of Europe — notably, Slovenia. Concerns over
the quality of water are relevant for Moldova, too.

Being a part of the global ‘Demand Dignity’ campaign by Amnesty International, the campaign for safe
water and sanitation this year focuses on two countries: Kenya and Slovenia. Poverty and discrimination
are the main factors condemning people to no access to adequate water. The recently released report on
the living conditions of Romani families in Slovenia, who inhabit informal settlements, shows that extreme
poverty and exclusion lead to miserable existence. Amnesty International urged the Slovenian authorities
to ensure its Romani population with adequate housing, so that they can enjoy their rights in full, including
that to safe water.

‘Romani people live segregated in Slovenia. The discrimination they face denies them basic public
services; it is shocking that this is happening in the heart of Europe,’ says Gheorghe Zugravu, Campaigns
Coordinator at Amnesty International Moldova.

According to Moldovan Government’s report on access to water, only a half of the population has access
to safe water in the country, and less than that have access to sewage. The situation in rural areas is
significantly worse, with only 26.7% of people there having access to regular water supply. Meanwhile,
about 60% of water sources in Moldova do not meet the quality criteria, and 26.6% of the sources provide
polluted water.

‘Our new campaign aims to address the problem both on national and international levels’, continues
Gheorghe Zugravu. ‘Our first step will be to urge the Moldovan Government to vote in favour of the UN
Human Rights Council’'s draft resolution “On the Human Right to Safe Drinking Water and Sanitation”,
which is to be adopted in Geneva this Thursday, 24 March 2011. We will also call our members to get
involved in the Campaign by signing petitions to decision-makers around the world, writing letters and
organizing public actions to raise public awareness about the problem.’

Amnesty International Moldova will run the campaign for access to safe water and sanitation till the end of
2011.

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ACCESUL LA APA ESTE UN DREPT

(Chisinau)-- Amnesty International Moldova lanseaza Campania pentru accesul adecvat la apa si
sanitatie, in legatura cu Ziua Internationala a Apei.

Tn pofida faptului c& majoritatea statelor membri a ONU au semnat cel putin o singura declaratie cu privire
la apa sigura, situatia mai multor oameni de pe glob, n special celor dezavantajati, ramane una
deplorabila. Apa si sanitatia sunt cruciale pentru o viata adecvata, totusi in mai multe locuri oamenii nu au
acces la apa potabila, iar sanitatia decenta deseori lipseste. Este o realitate pentru tarile din Africa (cum
ar fi Kenya), precum si pentru anumite parti ale Europei — spre exemplu Slovenia. Ingrijorari despre
calitatea apei sunt relevante si pentru Republica Moldova.

Facand parte din campania globala a Amnesty International ,Demand Dignity” (,Cere Demnitate”), anul
acesta campania pentru apa sigura si sanitatie se focuseaza pe doua tari: Kenya si Slovenia. Saracia si
discriminarea sunt doi factori principali care condamna oamenii la lipsa accesului la apa. Recentul raport
despre conditiile de trai a familiilor de etnie roma din comunitatile neformale in Slovenia, arata ca saracia
extrema si excluziunea aduc la o existenta mizerabila. Amnesty International a indemnat autoritatile
slovene sa asigure populatia romilor cu locuri de trai adecvate ca acestia sa se bucure de drepturile lor
pe deplin, inclusiv si cel la apa sigura.

»,Romii sunt segregati in Slovenia. Discriminarea cu care se confrunta provoaca blocarea accesului la
servicii publice de baza. Este socant ca acest lucru se intdmpla Tn sanul Europei”, a spus Gheorghe
Zugravu, Coordonator pe Campanii in cadrul Amnesty International Moldova.

Conform raportului Guvernului moldav despre acces la apd, numai o jumatate din populatie are acces la
apa sigura in tara, si inca mai putin au acces la canalizare. Situatia Tn mediul rural este semnificativ mai
rea: numai 26.7% de oameni au acces regular la surse de apa. In acelasi timp, aproape 60% din sursele
de apa in Republica Moldova nu corespund criteriilor de calitate, iar 26.6% a surselor ofera apa poluata.

,Noua noastra campanie intentioneaza sa adreseze problema la ambele nivele — cel national si
international,” continua Gheorghe Zugravu. ,Primul pas va fi de a indemna Guvernul Republicii Moldova
sa voteze in favoarea proiectului de rezolutie al Consiliului pentru Drepturile Omului al ONU ,,Cu privire la
Dreptul la Apa Potabila Sigura si Sanitatie”, care urmeaza sa fie adoptat la Geneva joi, 24 martie 2011.
Totodata vom chema membrii nostri sa se implice in campania respectiva prin semnarea petitiilor
adresate factorilor de decizie in intreaga lume, intocmirea scrisorilor gi organizarea actiunilor publice
pentru a ridica nivelul de informare a populatiei despre aceasta problema.”

Amnesty International Moldova va conduce campania pentru acces la apa sigura si sanitatie pana la
finele anului 2011.
