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» INTIMIDATION OF ROMANI PEOPLE IN HUNGARY MUST END!”

(Chisinau) — On the International Roma Day, marked annually on 9 April, Amnesty International Moldova, the
National Roma Centre and other civil society organizations picketed the Hungarian Embassy in Chisinau,
demanding that intimidation of Romani people in Hungary, as well as in other parts of Europe, be stopped.

Human Rights activists marched from the monument of Stefan the Great to the Hungarian Embassy, where
they enacted a scene of intimidation of Romani people, and collected signatures from passers-by for a petition
addressed to the Hungarian authorities, urging them to put an end to and investigate persecutions and
intimidation of Romani people by far-right groups.

Hungarian Roma’s tribulations started after an alleged incident of harassment by Romani people of an elderly
person, who eventually had committed suicide. On 6 March Jobbic, a far-right party, organized a march “for the
protection of Hungarians” in Gydngydspata, a village north-east off Budapest, which gathered up to 3000
participants. Later, three groups of vigilantes have stayed on to “patrol” the place, though in fact they intimidate
and harass Roma living there. Witnesses say that the vigilantes intimidate and harass Romani people, with
recourses to verbal violence and death threats. Romani children stopped attending school because of fear. All
that happening against the background of police inaction, who only installed several check-points and
recommended Romani people to “behave”.

“Each state has to ensure security for all its citizens without discrimination. Many times has Amnesty
International declared that the rights of Romani populations in Europe are violated due to racial discrimination.
The events in Hungary are no exception,” said Gheorghe Zugravu, Campaigns Coordinator at Amnesty
International Moldova.

Nicolae Radita, the National Roma Centre: “The fact that law-enforcement officers have not promptly
intervened to stop violence and abuses against ethnic Romani people creates adverse consequences for the
society as a whole. These consequences can become costly, and the price will be paid either way. Therefore,
those responsible for such situations should be brought to account!”

Numerous reports by Amnesty International have documented the catastrophic situation of Roma people in
Europe, which brings about their failure to integrate in their society, or even outright segregation. Most frequent
cases of grave discrimination have been registered in Czech Republic, France, Slovakia, Slovenia, and
Hungary.

(Chisinau) -- De Ziua Internationala a Romilor, marcata anual la 8 aprilie, Amnesty International Moldova,
Centrul National al Romilor si alte organizatii ai societatii civile au pichetat Ambasada Ungariei la Chiginau,
cerand ca Ungaria, precum si alte tari din Europa, sé& puna capat intimidarii romilor.

Activistii pentru drepturile omului au desfasurat un mars de la monumentul lui Stefan cel Mare péana la
Ambasada Republicii Ungare, unde au prezentat teatralizat un caz de intimidare a romilor si au colectat
semnaturi de la trecatori pentru petitia adresata autoritatilor ungare cu indemnul de a opri si investiga
persecutarile si intimidarile romilor de catre fortele extremiste de dreapta din Ungaria.

Necazurile romilor din Ungaria au inceput dupa un pretins caz de hartuire de catre romi a unei persoane in
etate, care eventual s-a sinucis. Ca urmare, pe 6 martie curent, partidul extremist de dreapta, Jobbik, a
organizat un mars ,pentru protectia ungarilor” in Gyéngydspata, un sat din nord-estul Budapestei, la care au
participat pana la 3000 de persoane. Ulterior trei grupuri de garzi populare din Jobbik au ramas in satul
respectiv, pentru a ,patrula”, dar de fapt hartuind si amenintand locuitorii romi ai localitatii. Martorii relateaza ca
,garzile populare” intimideaza si hartuiesc romii, recurgand la violenta verbala si amenintari cu moartea, iar
copiii romilor nu mai merg la scoala din cauza fricii. Totul are loc pe fonul inactiunilor din partea politiei, care a
reactionat numai cu instalarea punctelor de control gi sfaturi pentru romi ,s& se comporte corect”.

,Orice stat este obligat sa asigure securitatea tuturor cetatenilor sai in mod nediscriminatoriu. Amnesty
International a declarat de mai multe ori ca drepturile romilor in Europa nu sunt respectate din motive ce tin de
discriminare rasiald. Si evenimentele din Ungaria nu sunt o exceptie,” a declarat Gheorghe Zugravu,
Coordonator Campanii, Amnesty International Moldova.

Nicolae Radita, Centrul National al Romilor: ,Neinterventia la timp din partea organelor de forta pentru a stopa
violentele si abuzurile comise fata de etnicii Romi creeaza consecinte nefaste pentru intreaga societate. Aceste
consecinte pot deveni foarte costisitoare, pret care totusi va fi platit. Astfel cei responsabili pentru asemenea
situatii trebuie sa fie tragi la raspundere!”
